Full Program: June-December, 2013. Tuition and Housing: $6000, includes housing and full instructional program: formal classes, fieldwork, workshops, seminars, mentoring and farm visits. Students are responsible for personal health insurance. Proof of Tetanus shot within last ten years required. Enrollment limited to six residential students.

Application and Selection.

·  Participants must be 22 years or older. 
·  Applicants are evaluated and accepted by a review panel based on applicant’s     background, desire and commitment to the program.

· We consider applicants who are eager and willing to live and work with others cooperatively to learn how to farm. 
· Applicant must be able to accept other points of view, be responsible and dependable, and have a sense of humor.

· Applicants must understand and accept the structure and objectives of The Farm School for Women.

· Once you have applied, we will encourage you to arrange a farm visit. This is an important part of the application process.

Notification of acceptance will be in the early to mid spring. Upon acceptance, one-half the tuition will be due within one week of notification.  Balance due no later than May 1, 2013.
